The Note Taking Guide Handout- Must be a minimum of 10 questions. The questions must cover the main idea, given facts, and relative information.  This will be shared through a Google Doc. You must provide me with hard copy answer sheet. (20 pts)

The Presentation Outline- Must be presented in "outline" form. The recommendation for this section is as follows:  I. Topic

A. 1st main idea about topic

a. supporting information

b. more supporting information

The outline must also include a work cited page/bibliography. (30 points)

The Presentation- Must include visuals for each topic, which may include: a video (max. 2 min.), power point, poster, overhead, artifacts, graph, map, chart, etc.  The presentation must also cover each topic in detail as expressed under the team position description. The presentation time for the team must be no shorter than 45 minutes and no longer 55 minutes for each country. Every member must share in the verbal presentation.  You must be here on the day of your presentation in order to receive your presentation points. ! (20 points)

Class time and library time will be considered in the grading of your presentation.  For each day work is not being done, points will be deducted from your final score.
